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RULES: This regatta is governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) and the rules of the 
Lido 14 Class Association.  Advertising is restricted to Category A per RRS Appendix 1 Regulation 20. 

 
DIVISIONS: Lido 14 A, Lido 14 B, and Grand Master (skipper over the age of 50) divisions are offered.  The race 

committee reserves the right to start two or more divisions simultaneously however all divisions will be 
scored separately. 

 
ELIGIBILITY: This regatta is open to all teams that meet the following eligibility requirements: 1) The registered skipper 

is a current member of the Lido 14 Class Association; 2) the registered skipper is a current member of a 
yacht club recognized by the skipper’s national sailing authority. 

 
LOCATION: The official Race Notice Board, registration on the day of the regatta, Competitors Meeting, protest
